This will not only help the new members of our congrematiomill
also assist Pastor Morris as he gets to know each and every one of us.

We are approaching the end of the third quarter of our fiscal year at Faith. Many of you may be aware
from our various council committees, bulletins and VOF articles that we are endeavoring to keep our
congregants better informed of our activities. With Pastor Henry’s pending retirement, the transition to
an interim pastor, passing a deficit budget and replacing aging equipment like our boiler this past
winter, these are very dynamic times!

Gods grace must be guiding us. As a congregation, we have done well keeping up with expenses.
And thanks to your generosity, income is running very close to where we had anticipated in our
budgeting process. As of September 1, total income for the congregation is $109,608.24 against an
anticipated income of $111,143.33 or -1.4% below our plan. Pledged income is running ahead of our
budget plan of $90,666.67 at $97,615.69 (+7.7%). On the expense side, we have spent $116,720.55
versus an anticipated $111,143.33 or 5% above plan.

Last winter we replaced an aging boiler at a cost of $22,750.00. To date, $8,465.00 has been raised
to repay the building fund where money had been borrowed against future projects, including the
upcoming building renovations.

We are preparing a budget update through the third quarter for presentation at a congregational
meeting that will be held October 22. At that time we will be prepared to discuss our overall budget
performance through the 3™ quarter along with a very important discussion regarding 4" quarter
expenses. Please make it a point to attend this meeting and help us find our way forward through this
transitional time.

Evangelism is Dead. Long Live Evangelism at Faith

Evangelism has been reborn at Faith Lutheran Church. Joyce Lamontagne
announced at the very first Mutual Ministry Committee (MMC) meeting that evangelism is
now the responsibility of every ministry of Faith Lutheran Church and of each of us as
individuals. In fact the whole transition process we are going through is based on four key
principles of evangelism. That did not sink in with everyone until the very end of the offsite
meeting this past spring that the MMC and Church Council had with Pastor Henry and the
Rev. Theodore Asta, Associate to the Bishop. At the end of that meeting Kent Tedford
pointed out that the four principles we chose to build upon at Faith all come from evangelism.

- Speaking the “Faith,” sharing what Christ and the Holy Spirit are doing at Faith.

Getting deeply into Bible study and prayer.

Inviting, welcoming, and integrating not just new members.

Involving and integrating the youth in our ministries.

Speaking the “Faith”- Have you noticed that the announcements before the Sunday
service are gradually becoming more like testimonials to the work of Christ and the Holy Spirit
in the church? Christ, prayer, and the work of the Spirit are being credited more and more.
Do you get a lump in your throat when Linda Woodrow, Caryn Furbush, and Kendra Dubiel
talk about the Lord’s work in the prayer blanket ministry These testimonies are what they
call “self organizing,” they are changing on their own.

Getting deeply into Bible study and prayer- The Church Council meeting starts with a
prayerful devotion and ends with everyone forming a circle and holding hands while saying
the Lord’s Prayer. The Mutual Ministry committee also ends in a prayer circle. We are doing
this at more and more meetings and when we do... people seem to enjoy the fellowship and
fewer people are late or leave early. Joe Carlson is leading a new Adult Forum, Sunday
morning 8 AM breakfast series. During our church transition period, prayer and the Bible will
light the path for God’s plan for Faith Lutheran.

Inviting, welcoming, and integrating not just new members - We want to continue and
strengthen our fellowship and be more inclusive in everything we do with our current
members. We also need to reach out to new people in our nation and our community. We
need to be aware that new people may know very little about how our service is conducted
and our Christian beliefs. Therefore it can be very difficult for them unless we help them.

Involving and integrating the youth in our ministries—Our youth are our bouquet of
hope. We need more young families to join and take advantage of our excellent teacher
student ratio and the individual attention our young people receive through Sunday School
and up to college. Our youth attract young families who want their own children to have the
same wholesome learning experiences and advantages. Our youth are important not just in
ministering among themselves but to our young families. In addition to the youth activities,
our youth help lead our services with their singing and they put on a romantic candle light
dinner each year for the congregation.

Remember, evangelism is the responsibility of every ministry of Faith Lutheran Church
and of each of us as individuals.

Organ and Trumpet Concert Tuesday, Oct. 24th at 7:3 0 PM.

For the 25™ anniversary of our “Norman Andre” pipe organ at Faith Lutheran Church,
we are fortunate to have an Organ and Trumpet Concert by the world famous organist Frank
Zimpel and the distinguished trumpeter Alexander Pfeifer. They first asked Pastor Henry
about coming almost a year ago.

They have given over 140 concerts in Germany, Austria, Italy, Denmark, Switzerland,
Russia, Egypt and now America. They have three excellent CDs of their organ and trumpet
arrangements. Their repertoire includes selected works from Albinoni, Bach, Boellmann,
Charpentier, Gardonyi, Handel, Mozart, Purcell, Stanley, and Vizutti.

Frank Zimpel was raised in and developed his musical talent as an organist in
Kodthen/Anhalt. He is a multiple laureate of the Bach Music Contest at Kéthen as well as
finalist and laureate of the International J.-S.-Bach-Contest in Leipzig in 1996.

Alexander Pfeifer is from Leipzig. He studied the trumpet at the Johann Sebastian Bach
Music School of Leipzig and later attended the Dresden “Carl Maria von Weber” Higher
School of Music. In September 2003, Pfeifer was invited to become a permanent substitute
with the Staatskapelle Dresden, which is considered the oldest ongoing orchestra in the world
dating back to 1548.
