FAITH LUTHERAN CHURCH will  be hosting Life Line Screening on NOVEMBER 8, 2007.  Life 
Line Screening will offer four screenings using Doppler Color Flow Ultrasound: 

1) Carotid Artery Screening – looks for plaque buildup in the arteries, which can lead to 
stroke.  (Up to 75% of all strokes are linked to carotid artery blockage); 

2) Abdominal Aortic Aneurysm (AAA) test – checks for an aneurysm (enlargement) in the 
abdominal aorta leading to a ruptured aortic artery.  
The majority of people who have a AAA have no symptoms and the  
mortality rate for a ruptured AAA is 80-94%; 

3) An Ankle Brachial Index (ABI) –screens for Peripheral Arterial Disease (PAD) in the lower 
extremities.  Peripheral Arterial Disease is a strong indicator of heart disease. 

4) Bone Density screening tests both men and women for the early detection of osteoporosis. 
You must pre-register by calling 1-800-324-1851.  These screenings are completely painless, non-
invasive, and each test requires ten minutes or less to complete.  The cost is $35-$45 each or all four 
for $129.NEW - Blood Testing & Atrial Fibrillation Test.

On the Financial Front 
Our financial records as of August 31 st indicate that year-to-date income is $109,918 and 

year-to-date expenses are $112,595.  On the plus si de, our overall expenses are down 
somewhat, but this is offset by overall income also  being down.  In addition we had an 
unexpected repair bill for the furnace fuel line wh ich cost $2,600 and basically wiped out our 
contingency fund. 

The major challenge we face in the months ahead is bridging the budget gap.  At our 
annual meeting in February, the congregation approv ed a 2007 budget with a $31,000 
commitment challenge.  To date $10,050 has been rec eived towards the commitment 
challenge.  We need everyone’s help to eliminate th e remaining $20,950 gap.  Please 
prayerfully consider your individual response to th is need and give generously to help keep 
our church healthy and alive in the days ahead.

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CHRISTIAN FAITH 
LUTHERAN PERSPECTIVE 

 
When I was growing up my family engaged in table talk at meals.  This was not just chat about how 
our days had gone.  It was conversation about the news of the day; news from our neighborhood, our 
town, our country and the world.  Yes, our parents expected my sisters and me to be aware of news 
from all over.  To that end, our household received 3 daily newspapers and half a dozen or more 
weekly news magazines. 
 
While we were eating we would talk about what we had read and heard.  And we would consider what 
we thought of these things.  We were not just supposed to accumulate items of news from the world; 
we supposed to think about them.   
 
Our parents did not tell us what to think, but they told us what they thought.  We were allowed to have 
our own thoughts.  As I grew older, I remember some sharp conflicts of opinion and some really 
vigorous argument.  Sometimes we would get a little too close to the edge of an all out fight.  But a 
fight never broke out because we were at the table. 
 
When I was in Divinity School, my professor, Aidan Kavanagh, once remarked that, “Christianity is a 
table fellowship, not a collection of doctrines.”  He reminded us that all the great doctrinal 
controversies in the history of the Church took place in the context of our table fellowship. 
 
Unfortunately, table manners in history were not as refined as those in my childhood home.  In history, 
fights broke out during our table talk; even wars.  People began to regard winning the argument as 
more important than respecting the table. 
 
In the great conversation Lutherans have some things to offer that need to be in the mix.  If we don’t 
participate, the table talk will suffer as we fail to contribute from our own treasure of knowledge and 
experience.   
 
During the month of October we offer a table conversation about Lutheran perspectives on some of the 
great theological questions.  We will follow the same format we used for Bible study last spring.  Bring 
your supper and meet at 6 pm.  We will begin the conversation as we eat.   
 
I will be prepared to lead you through some of the basic Lutheran perspectives on a list of issues, but 
this will not be a “class” in the sense that I will dictate the content.  Every participant will be able to 
contribute to the conversation and suggest topics to explore. 
 
All are welcome.  No experience required.  Just bring your supper, your curiosity and your desire to 
participate.  See you at the table.
